PROCLAMATION: A Proclamation to honor Councilman Andrew Link III was read by 
Mayor Jones, with the members of the Council assisting, which read as follows: 
  WHEREAS, it is hereby resolved to acknowledge the contributions of Andrew 
Link III who has faithfully and effectively served as a Councilman of the Borough of 
Hasbrouck Heights since November 14, 1983, filling the unexpired term of Kenneth F.
